19-year old Jaclyn is moving out of the foster care system with the 
assistance of Looking Glass’ Independent Living Program.  Last 
December she was matched with mentor Lindsey Johnson through 
Committed Partners for Youth.  Their H.O.P.E. Project commitment is for 
three years but, as Lindsey says, “We already know we’ll be a part of 
each others’ lives forever.”

“I consider her one of my children.  She can call me for advice, a ride 
or just hang out with me over a good meal, a good book or a good 

old-fashioned pedicure,” 
says Lindsey.    “I’m really 
impressed by her.  She won’t 
be another statistic.  In fact, 
she just completed her fi rst 
year at Lane Community 
College.”

Thanks to her mentor, the 
H.O.P.E. Project and her own 
will to succeed, Jaclyn is 
beating the odds.
